AWARD

CRITERIA

· Enrolled in undergraduate programs in either the Byrdine F. Lewis School of Nursing or the Division of Respiratory Therapy. Traditional and accelerated nursing students are eligible.
· GSU program grade point average of 3.0 or higher

· Preference is given to those committed to care of children
· Financial need will be taken into consideration
· Attendance at Honors Day is required as is a letter of appreciation to Mr. Joseph Sansone
APPLICATION PROCESS

· Complete an application form
· Submit a two-page essay stating why you are interested in pediatric health care, special financial needs that should be considered, and how you will benefit from the Daniel J. Sansone Memorial Scholarship. 
· State any special financial needs that should be considered

· Submit a current GSU transcript (unofficial is fine)
· Complete a FAFSA form (www.fafsa.ed.gov) through the Financial Aid Office. The FAFSA form needs to be renewed every year. 

· International students must submit a statement that outlines their costs of attending GSU along with a breakdown of their funding sources in covering these expenses.
